LESSONS LEARNT THIS WEEK.
If your car battery is flat, call VPCAP on 086 18 000 18 for a quick boost from our portable charger.

General Awareness. Be aware of your surroundings. Do not leave your gate or door unlocked when
taking your pets out at night. 1 you see anything suspicious, call it in to 0861800018 immediately.

Physical Security:Ensure that your physical security at your home is up to speed. Check that your
electric fence is working and is ON. Ensure that your burglar alarm is in working order. Switch it on
whenever you leave your house (even for 10 min), or bypass zones if you are at home and moving
around. Practice basic defensive behaviour in your driveway. Do not drive in if you see something un-
toward. Remove all sensors and timers from your gates. Close gate with a remote.

SAFETY VPCAP




BLOCKWATCH:As you already know, VPCAP Block watch is a project that organizes and facilitates community volunteers

to take to the streets on active security patrols at night. It is a way to enhance the security VPCAP already provides and
empower the community to be proactive about its own security and protection.

Lots of people volunteer, but when we analyse the list at the end of the month, it is evident that lots of residents are not
honouring their slot. Please be part of our crime beating initiative, it will only take 90 minutes of your time every 2 months.

As from June we are moving the Blockwatch folder to the cash window at the CJ Engen Service Station on the corner of
Road no.3 and Rustenburg Road. On your designated night, meet your Blockwatch partner at the garage. ask the cashier be-
hind the glass window for the VPCAP BLOCKWATCH FOLDER, fill in your names and sign in. Call the 1CCC on 086 18 000 18,
with your vehicle particulars and inform them that you are starting your shift. Drive at prescribed speeds, do not stop and
question anyone. 1T you notice something untoward, call it in to VPCAP on 086 18 000 18,giving as much information as you
can. The VPCAP Tactical Vehicle will be dispatched immediately. You are extra eyes and ears on the street. The VPCAP Tac-
tical Vehicle is mobile all the time. You might not pass them often, as your routes may not coincide. They do have a tracking
system and are monitored by the ICCC 24/7/365.

Half way through blockwatch, go past the CJ Engen garage to collect your complimentary 2 cans of coldrink (Coke, Fanta
etc), courtesy of the CJ management and VPCAP. Furnish them with your name and unique VPCAP vehicle sticker no. At the
end of the shift, return the folder to the cash window and call the 1CCC to inform them that your shift is over. Thank you in
anticipation. Have a safe shift.
